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CAUTION

Do not remove Leak Detector from its package until it is
required for installation. Handle the Leak Detector with
care. Do not fold, twist or stretch the detector as this may
break or weaken the conductive circuit and cause a false
signal.

SELECT PROPER LOCATION

Do not locate where the plastic membrane may be exposed
to snow, ice, heavy rain or subjected to pressure or pres-
sure evacuation in the vent piping.

Do not locate where the Leak Detector to cable connection
may be damaged resulting from bending or stress.

BEFORE YOU INSTALL THE DETECTOR
Examine the plastic membrane and conductive circuit
before installing. Do not install if the circuit has been sev-
ered or if there is any damage to the plastic membrane.
Insure that the size and pressure rating shown on the
detector gasket are identical to those of the companion
flanges.

The shape of the detector matches the shape of the
Safety Head for easy alignment.

NOTE: The flat design of the Leak Detector makes it
unsuitable for applications where the dome of the disk pro-
trudes outside the Safety Head outlet. A specially designed
Leak Detector is required for these applications.

INSTALLATIONS

The gaskets of the Leak Detector are marked VENT SIDE
and PROCESS SIDE. Install the Leak Detector between
the Safety Head outlet and the companion flange outlet
(Figure 1) with the side marked VENT SIDE in contact with
the outlet companion flange.

As the Leak Detector is already fitted with hard compressed
fiber gaskets no additional gaskets are necessary.

Follow the procedure as indicated in the rupture disk
Installation Instructions and tighten the flange stud nuts to
the specified torque value. Contact BS&B for torque values
for companion flange ratings above 600 ANSI (DIN 25).

Do Not Overtorque.

NOTE: At process temperature above 175° F (80° C) the
torque value should be checked and if necessary the stud
nuts tightened to the correct torque value.

Any rain, water, ice or other liquids trapped accidentally
between the disk and the Leak Detector may vaporize at
elevated temperatures and rupture the Leak Detector. DO
NOT LOCATE cable on or near hot surfaces. Cable tem-
perature specification -58°F (-50°C) TO 194°F (90°C)

Back pressure on the Rupture Disk

When a rupture disk leaks, the pressure in the chamber
between the disk and the Leak Detector will increase and
act as back pressure on the disk. The back pressure may
increase to the values shown in the table before the Leak
Detector ruptures. Under these conditions the rupture disk
will burst at its rated burst pressure plus the back pressure.

The rupture disk Leak Detector is a simple device and is
suitable for use in hazardous locations provided it is used
with other certified electrical apparatus (i.e. Zener Barrier).
